HMS is also a long standing Oracle/Primavera ISV Partner.  HMS Software's timesheet system TimeControl is designed to integrate with Oracle’s Primavera (P3 – P6).  HMS first linked TimeControl to Primavera’s Project Planner scheduling system in 1997.
